We praise God for our wonderful new Cursillistas and for all those incredible Cursillistas who evangelized, sponsored, planned so hard for, tirelessly worked the weekends, offered palanca and supported the launching of our new babe chicks!  None of this happens without a Christ-centered-community working together!
Just a few thoughts inspired by Fr. Joe’s continuing theme on the women’s weekend...
Did you ever consider that when we break bread together as a community, we actually reveal to each other the story of Jesus’ life and our life in Him?
Jesus took the bread, blessed it, broke it and gave it to his friends.  
Jesus did something similar to express His compassion for the hungry crowds; He consecrated it when He did so on the eve of His death to say farewell and He did so once again when He made Himself known to two disciples on the road to Emmaus.               And, ever since His death, we who follow Him, do just as He commanded – not just in memory, but out of love and our need to be nourished by His life.
In the celebration of the mystery of the Eucharist, we make present both Christ’s story and our own – personally and as the Buffalo Cursillo Movement.                                     In the taking, blessing, breaking, and giving of the bread to others, we express the mystery of Christ’s life.
